Education Coordinator’s report

e Avery thorough presentation was made by Paul Strong on the counterfeit coins being
produced in China, in very large numbers, mostly American but also Australian, South
African and Canadian. Very difficult for the average collector to differentiate the phonies
without specific detection methods. Examples provided by Jim Langille were circulated.

President’s discussion items:

« RCM has produced a John A MacDonald coin, recent coin sales have shown that tokens are
selling for triple their estimated sale price, RM has produced its 5% effigy of the Queen on the
English coins, a huge hoard of silver has been discovered in Buckinghamshire, to be shared by
the country, the land owner and the finder. Fake pound coins totalling 30M were seized in
Britain, with arrests.

e Sharon thanked club members for their help at the Coin Show on the 21 of February, for setup,
head table presence and take down after the show. Also thanks to Vic for the new cart which
was very useful, even with the short tow rope. All tables were sold, costs were slightly higher
owing to additional insurance costs (from $2 mil to S5 mil required), and the draw items were
slightly higher in cost as well. Weather problems later in the day meant fewer guests, however
from the dealers view, there was positive feedback. Overall, it was a success.
